Central Asia is among the most vulnerable regions to climate change. Rising
temperatures, water scarcity, and extreme weather threaten agriculture,
ecosystems, and economic stability. Regional cooperation is essential, but many
Central Asian countries lack experience in crafting integrated climate policies.

What Has Been Achieved?

Academic Innovation

« Developed and delivered a new graduate-level course on European Climate Policy: Lessons for
Central Asia in English.

« Courseincludes comparative analysis of EU climate governance and applications for Central
Asia's regional challenges.

« Co-taught by experts from the OSCE Academy (Dr. Rahat Sabyrbekov) and the University of
Valencia (Dr. Clara Portela), ensuring diverse academic perspectives.

Research & Capacity Building

« Supervised the creation of twenty student working papers and policy-relevant research on
climate governance.

« A peer-reviewed article is being developed by the teaching faculty to contribute to the
academic literature.

Policy Dialogues and Network Creation

Hosted three annual multi-stakeholder workshops, including government, civil society,
researchers, and international organizations:

Established a regional climate study network, providing a forum for continuous exchange
between academia and policymakers.

How Has the Project Contributed to
Climate Policy?

Knowledge Transfer: EU climate policy—especially mechanisms like the European Emissions
Trading Scheme and CBAM—served as models for effective governance strategies adaptable to
Central Asia.

Policy Learning: Participants explored how EU regional integration efforts could guide similar
cooperative strategies in Central Asia.

Capacity Building: The project enhanced local academic and research infrastructure by
integrating experiential learning, publishing guidance, and stakeholder workshops.

Public Awareness: Publicly available teaching materials, workshop recordings, and policy briefs
are raising awareness of climate policy's importance across Central Asia.
